DAY
1 Bienvenue en Provence

Meet our guides at the Avignon TGV train station, and the adventure begins! After a short 
transfer into the countryside, we’ll start in style at our luxurious hotel with a bike fitting and 
safety briefing. Set out on a beautiful first ride through a landscape dotted with olive groves and 
cypress trees, reaching the village of Maussane-les-Alpilles in time for lunch. After, cycle back to 
the hotel to relax and get settled. This evening we’ll gather for a welcome apéritif followed by a 
delightful Michelin-star dinner to kick off the week.

2 Les Alpilles

a small producer before continuing to Saint-Rémy-de-Provence, where we’ll visit the town’s 
vibrant boutiques and galleries and relax over a delightful lunch. Our afternoon ride will take us 
to the famous hilltop fortress of Les Baux-de-Provence. We'll visit a former stone quarry that has 
been transformed into a cutting-edge exhibit of world-famous painters, then take a stroll 
through town. Tonight, we will head to the nearby village and dine like locals at one of our 
favorite restaurants.

DAY
3 Entering the Luberon Valley

This morning, we bid adieu to the limestone massif of the “Little Alps,” following an undulating 
route to Eygaliéres, where we’ll pause for a coffee before crossing the Durance River. Here, Les 
Alpilles’ rugged hills give way to the verdant scenery of the Luberon. A bike path leads to the 
foothills of the Luberon Mountains and the quaint hilltop village of Oppède-les-Vieux, the highest 
point of today’s ride. Stop for lunch then spend some time exploring this beautifully preserved 
town with its narrow stone lanes, ivy-covered houses, and medieval castle overlooking the valley. 
After, continue cycling or hop in the van for a ride to our next luxurious hotel. The afternoon is 
yours: settle in, unwind with a massage, or relax by the pool. Tonight’s dinner is at a charming 
restaurant close to the hotel.

Today we’ll ride on through the forested heart of the Petit Luberon, peering out across the valley 
floor with its patchwork of orchards and vineyards. Enjoy views from the wealthy and 
picturesque village of Bonnieux and stop for a cappuccino in Lacoste. We’ll learn about Côtes du 
Luberon wines in a domaine near Goult, then enjoy a lovely picnic prepared by your guides. Spin 
back to our hotel on a bike path and spend the rest of the afternoon enjoying a poolside glass of 
chilled rosé. This evening you’re free to dine on your own in the pretty village of Gargas. Your 
guides are happy to suggest some excellent restaurants.

Our morning ride will take us on small country roads that lead to one of the most beautiful 
villages of the Luberon: Gordes. On our way we’ll stop at the outdoor market in Goult, arriving to 
find it bustling with artisans selling giant bolts of fabric, heaps of fragrant dried flowers, bars of 
French-milled soap, and bright bunches of sunflowers. From there we’ll begin our gradual climb 
to Gordes, pausing to visit the scenic terraces created by its impressive position in the Luberon 
Valley. Next, climb to the high plateau of the Luberon where we’re rewarded with incredible views 
followed by a well-deserved lunch in the village of Murs. Cruise downhill to the next charming 
village, Roussillon, which is full of galleries, colorful adornments made by local artists, and 
astonishing ochre-colored cliffs. Spend the remainder of today as you wish—may we suggest 
treating yourself to a massage at the hotel spa? Your guides can offer excellent suggestions for 
this evening’s dinner on your own in town. Tonight’s farewell dinner will be at the hotel’s elegant 
Les Vignes and Son Jardin restaurant, where the dishes spotlight a bounty of Provençal 
ingredients, many harvested just steps from the kitchen.

DuVine's top-of-the-line bikes are tuned to perfection and fit specifically to you. Our performance
bikes from premier manufacturers feature light frames, smooth-rolling tires, comfortable seats,
and wide gear ranges for the best ride possible.

Electric assist provides an extra boost to your own pedal power, so you can ride longer
distances, tackle tougher climbs, and maintain a faster pace. Contact your Tour Coordinator if
you are interested.

Electrical Overseas
If you're traveling abroad, you will most likely need an adapter, which allows your device’s plug
to fit into foreign outlets. North American devices run on 110/125V electricity while the majority of
the world runs on 220/240V. Converters and transformers change the voltage of electricity to
match your device.

Training
First and foremost, get out on your bike and start logging some miles. Experience with the
elements and terrain will help with your comfort level (balance, unexpected conditions, etc.) on
tour. Nothing compares to the real thing, but if you can't cycle outside, consider spin classes.
Always remember, training is a gradual process—don't try to overdo it or push yourself when you
aren't ready. However, the most important part of training is to enjoy your ride! Download a
training guide based on your Tour Level.

Do I need to bring special gear?
Cycling shorts are designed to
provide extra padding when
spending the whole day in the
saddle. Don't forget the chamois
cream!
If you bring your own cycling
shoes, you must bring your own
pedals. If you've never used clip-in
pedals before, we don't
recommend using them on tour.
Arm and leg warmers are essential
for cooler weather. Wear them
with your short-sleeve jersey and
shorts for lightweight, easy-to
pack, and effective warmth.
Bike gloves are a preference, but
are recommended for Level 3 and
4 tours. The padding in gloves can
ease arm, shoulder, and joint
fatigue.

Dressing for the Weather
The location and time of year of
your tour can bring all kinds of
weather, from extreme heat to
relentless rain. Check extended
forecasts before your trip and
pack accordingly.

Before You Go
Ensure your passport is valid for
3-6 months after return date.
Call your bank/credit cards to
notify them of upcoming travel.
Please limit your luggage to one
medium-sized suitcase and one
carry-on.

We strongly suggest you read these simple safety instructions and watch our brief safety video.
They will help you bike safely before and during your tour!

Wear a helmet—this is mandatory on tour!
Familiarize yourself with traffic laws and obey them. Bikes do not have the right of way, but most
drivers are respectful to cyclists on the road. Always ride in the direction of traffic.
Be aware of your surroundings at all times. Knowing what is in front of and behind you may help
prevent an accident.
Alert other riders around you by announcing the presence of traffic ("car up") or pot holes ("pot
hole").
When riding as a group, maintain distance between yourself and other cyclists
Learn the hand signals to indicate when you are stopping or turning.
Operate your bike consistently and predictably—avoiding erratic movements.
Keep at least one hand on the handlebars at all times.
Primarily use your rear brake.
Always be aware of weather and road conditions and how they may affect your ability to brake.
Never wear headphones or use speakers during rides.
Always listen to additional instructions from your guides on tour.

If you have chosen an e-bike, be aware that it is slightly heavier, faster, and more powerful than a
non-electric bike. Therefore, you should anticipate a different reaction when riding downhill,
braking, or dismounting from an e-bike. Your guides can offer further instruction during your bike
fitting and safety review.
